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FY 2009-2013 TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM 

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY  
 
  

The Transportation Improvement Program (TIP), a major document of the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) for the Miami 
Urbanized area, specifies proposed transportation improvements to be implemented in Miami-Dade County over the coming five years.   The 
primary emphasis of the TIP is on the  first three years of the program.   As required by federal regulations, projects receiving federal funds 
during the October 1, 2008 to September 30, 2009 time period are to be drawn from those listed in this document.   In addition, projects not 
using federal funds, but which are part of the area's program of improvements, are shown in the TIP.  Projects shown for FY 2009 and 
beyond, regardless of their funding source, are included as proposed.   While it is anticipated that most of these projects will be implemented 
as programmed, they will be periodically evaluated by the MPO as the TIP is updated or amended as necessary.     The projects in the TIP are 
also shown for a five-year time period.   While the emphasis is on the first three years,  presenting a five-year span allows for a more 
systematic forecast of funding needs during a five-year planning cycle and provides a more comprehensive view of the program for public 
information purposes.   Included in the TIP are Intermodal, Highway, Transit, Aviation, Seaport and Non-Motorized improvements costing in 
excess of $ 8.1 billion.   Included are the following categories:

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY (continued)  
 
South Florida Regional Transportation Authority (SFRTA) 5-year funding allocation  . . . . . .   $104 million  (SFRTA funding is allocated 
through FDOT District 4, even though it serves portions of  Miami-Dade County). 
 
Some $4,128 million are programmed for the five-year period between FY 2009 and 2013 for State Road projects. In addition to major 
highway capacity improvements, an extensive program to renovate and resurface a number of deteriorating roads and bridges are also 
included. 
 
The Secondary, Road Impact Fee, People’s Transportation Plan (PTP) and Local Option Gas Tax Programs contain a number of key projects 
in the County Highway System costing some $843 million.   Aviation improvements involve Miami International, Opa-Locka and Tamiami 
airports.  Transit improvements involve a broad range of public transportation services and facilities.   Seaport improvements consist of 
numerous new port facilities and major renovations and improvements to existing facilities.   Funding for the implementation of several 
intermodal projects is also shown, as well as projects in the “non-motorized” category which includes improvements associated with 
pedestrian and bicycle facilities. 
 
The FY 2009 TIP also includes a section titled "Unfunded Priority Needs." This section lists MPO priorities in addition to those already 
programmed in the TIP. The priority listing was developed for subsequent inclusion in the Transportation Improvement Program as new 
revenues become available.  The MPO, in its role of preparing metropolitan transportation plans, will continue to assess critical transportation 
needs and priorities considered essential for the mobility of the urban population. 
 
On August 10, 2005, the President signed into law the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act:  A Legacy for Users 
(SAFETEA-LU). SAFETEA-LU promotes more efficient and effective Federal surface transportation programs by focusing on transportation 
issues of national significance, while giving State and local transportation decision makers more flexibility for solving transportation 
problems in their communities.   This TIP document incorporates several projects that are funded under the flexibility provisions allowed in 
the federal law regarding transportation system improvements. 
           
The projects and priorities in this TIP are consistent with those in the adopted 2030 Transportation Plan.  Because the 2030 Plan was found to 
conform to federal regulations and the Florida State Implementation Plan (SIP), the MPO has found this TIP to also conform to all relevant  
laws, regulations and plans. 
 
Public Involvement: 
The Citizens Transportation Advisory Committee provides a forum for citizens to evaluate the recommendations developed through the 
MPO's transportation planning and programming process.  One of the main responsibilities of the CTAC is to ensure that proposed 
transportation projects are responsive to the community's perceived needs and goals.  The MPO advertises Public Hearings for the purpose of 
community approval to the TIP.

INTRODUCTION 
 
 

 

 
 
 
PURPOSE  
 
This document is prepared every year to fulfill Federal statutory requirements which provide that, as a condition to receive Federal funding, 
each urbanized area will have a continuing planning process that results in plans and programs consistent with the comprehensively planned 
development of the urbanized area.   This document programs transportation projects that serve that purpose.   The priorities established by 
this document express the policy decision of the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) as to the order in which transportation 
improvements will be advanced during the program period.   This document also fulfills Federal requirements in that the included projects are 
derived from the area's Long-Range Transportation Plan for inclusion in the program and addresses program requirements relating to the 
federal transportation law passed on 2005 titled Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act:  A Legacy for Users 
(SAFETEA-LU).   
 
 
TRANSPORTATION PLAN     
 
The Metropolitan Planning Organization Board adopted under MPO Resolution No. MPO 40-04, in November 14, 2004, the Year 2030 
Miami-Dade Transportation Plan.  Projects from the area's adopted MPO Transportation Plan have been included for advancement during this 
program period.  A number of major activities are included:  support facilities for METRORAIL, interstate highway projects, arterial street 
improvements, aviation and seaport facilities, and additional bus transit and paratransit improvements, the construction of major intermodal 
facilities and the deployment of Intelligent Transportation System applications. The recommended improvement priorities of the adopted 
Long Range Transportation Plan provide the basis for preparing this document.   The Plan presents the logical and systematically phased 
development of the area's transportation network and services to the year 2030. Transportation System Management (TSM) projects are 
proposed to be continued or expanded during Fiscal Years 2008/2009 through 2012/2013.   The Miami-Dade Secondary Road Program and 
Road Impact Fee Program contain projects that are supportive of the areawide TSM effort.  These included traffic flow improvements, 
provisions for preferential treatments of high occupancy vehicles where appropriate, improvements to intersection geometrics, lighting safety 
projects, and other related projects which provide for greater safety and better management of traffic flow and supportive of on-going 
transportation demand management activities 



INTRODUCTION (Continued) 
 
 
TSM projects are consistently included in the preparation of project-adopted proposals in keeping with the MPO's commitment to fully 
develop TSM as a policy and investment strategy to continually enhance the mobility of the urban   population.  The Year 2030 
Transportation Plan stresses the achievement of long-standing and fundamental planning objectives.   In addition to land-use considerations, 
the Plan addresses related issues involving the quality of the environment and the conservation of limited natural resources.  These concerns 
are particularly important as revisions to the Comprehensive Development Master Plan (CDMP) are periodically considered. An extensive 
public participation process is conducted during all major stages of Plan preparation and adoption and also during periods when Plan revisions 
are formally considered.   
 
Citizens review activities are coordinated by the Citizens Transportation Advisory Committee (CTAC), a body appointed by the MPO Board 
to provide formal input in all pertinent transportation issues 
 
 
COMPREHENSIVE   DEVELOPMENT MASTER PLAN      
 
The fiscal year 2009-2013 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP), as set forth in this document, is consistent with Miami-Dade County's 
adopted Components of the Comprehensive Development Master Plan (CDMP) for 2015 and 2025, as amended through April 19, 2006.  The 
CDMP contains eleven Plan elements, one of which, the Transportation Element, specifically plan for an integrated multimodal transportation 
system providing for the circulation of motorized and non-motorized traffic in Miami-Dade County.  The element provides a comprehensive 
approach to transportation system needs by addressing all modes of transportation – traffic circulation, mass transit, aviation and ports.   The 
Transportation Element is divided into five subelements: Traffic Circulation, Mass Transit, Aviation, the Port of Miami Master Plan and the 
Port of Miami River subelements. The Traffic Circulation Subelement addresses the needs of automobile traffic, bicyclists and pedestrian.  
The Mass Transit Subelement addresses the need to continue to promote and expand the public mass transit system to increase its role as a 
major component in the County’s overall transportation system.  The Aviation Subelement addresses the need for continue expansion, 
development and redevelopment of the County’s aviation facilities. And the Port of Miami River and Port of Miami Master Plan Subelements 
continue to promote maritime business and traditional maritime related shoreline uses on the Miami River and the expansion needs of the Port 
of Miami.  A key feature of the Traffic Circulation and Mass Transit subelements is the establishment of level-of-service standards to ensure 
that adequate facility capacity will be available to service the development for the purpose of issuing development orders.   The ability to 
maintain the level-of-service standards has become a primary determinant for addressing relative priority among the various transportation 
improvement needs in the County.  The highway capacity-type improvements on the County highway system, the transit and aviation 
projects, which are programmed in the TIP, are included in the CDMP Capital Improvements Element’s (CIE) 6-year schedule of 
improvements.   
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PUBLIC INVOLVEMENT/PUBLIC HEARING    
 
Reasonable opportunity for public comment was provided in accordance with the requirements of 450.316(b)(1) and, in maintenance TMAs, 
an opportunity for at least one formal public meeting during the TIP development process.  This public meeting may be combined with the 
public meeting required under 450.322 (c). The TIP process begins at the start of each fiscal year.  A letter is sent to all municipalities, 
involved agencies and private parties informing them that the process is to begin, providing them with the tentative scheduling and soliciting 
their input. The Citizens Transportation Advisory Committee (CTAC) provides a forum for citizens to evaluate the recommendations 
developed through the MPO's transportation planning and programming process.  One of the main responsibilities of the CTAC is to ensure 
that proposed transportation projects are responsive to the community's perceived needs and goals.   The MPO provides adequate public 
notices for public hearings so as to allow community citizens the opportunity to approve documents such as the TIP. The proposed TIP is 
published and made readily available for review and comment.  Similarly, the approved TIP is published and made readily available for 
information purposes. The functional responsibilities of participating agencies are needed to insure the continuing development and operation 
of urban transportation system facilities. CTAC hosted a televised interactive meeting at the Commission Chambers on March 25, 2008 from 
5:30 - 8:00 pm.  CTAC review of the document took place during the month of April 2008.  The final public hearing for adoption took place 
May 22, 2008. 
 
 
PROJECT SELECTION CRITERIA      
 
In its efforts to comply with the ISTEA requirement of developing a TIP project selection procedure, the TIP Development Committee 
formed a subcommittee to organize the selection criteria into a more structured and understandable format.  The Subcommittee recommends 
that the first three (3) years of the adopted TIP be considered as committed and the selection criteria should be applied to the remaining two 
years in addition to the outstanding project proposals.   There are three generalized steps to follow and they are: Project Selection, Project 
Prioritization and Project Ranking.                                                                                                                                                               
 

I. Project Selection    This stage, which serves as a prescreening step, asks three basic questions.  The first is the question of project 
eligibility, the second is that of consistency with the most recently adopted Long Range Plan, and the third question of any project 
proposal is that of project category.                    

                                                                                                                                                           
II. Project Prioritization  A combination of quantitative and qualitative criteria to select and prioritize projects was used.  The end 

product of this stage is envisioned to be a matrix or spreadsheet listing of project proposals with numerical rankings and qualitative 
"scores" for other supporting features they possess.

III. Project Ranking       Nearly identical to what was done in the Long Range Plan prioritization process, the project proposals listed 

in the matrix or spreadsheet are considered in order of the most favorable project rankings.                  
A complete analysis of the project selection criteria is shown in a separate Appendix document (not included with this TIP 
document).  Appendix I illustrate through a flowchart the screening and selecting of TIP Projects, Appendix II lists the 
prescreening criteria proposed by the Subcommittee, and Appendix III shows the Summary of Criteria of Formulae 

 
TRANSPORTATION ENHANCEMENTS STRATEGIES     
 
Section 133 of Title 23 of the United States Code authorizes the establishment of the Federal Surface Transportation Program (STP), which 
mandates that at least ten percent of STP funds shall be used only for "transportation enhancement"  (TE) activities.  Projects will be stratified 
into one of three categories, which include the following TE classifications:

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EFFICIENT ENERGY USAGE          
 
In accordance with national and regional transportation development goals, urban energy usage efficiency is an important policy objective 
within Miami-Dade County's Transportation Improvement Program  (TIP).  The County is engaged in a continuing effort to promote efficient 
energy usage. 
 
 
PROGRAM FUNDING   
        
The TIP categorizes all transportation improvements and identifies priorities, which establish multi-year fiscal programming.   The biennial 
elements represent the list of projects, which are proposed for implementation during the first program phase and are viewed as the "Capital 
Improvements" budget for transportation facilities.   This TIP document identifies all sources of funding which are known or are anticipated to 
be available during the program period.   Program costs are consistent with current estimates of available revenue.  Priorities in the program 
are identified by relative staging of projects for implementation during a particular year, consistent with funding availability and production 
constraints. Most Highway funding comes from gasoline taxes, motor vehicle fees, and other automobile-related "user fees".  Major sources 
of existing and potential highway funding sources include:  Federal Gas Tax, State Motor Fuel Tax, Local Option Gas Tax, Voter Gas Tax, 
Motor Vehicle Fees, Impact Fees and Tolls. Transit funding is derived from a host of Federal, State and local programs, including the ½ cent 
sales tax increase approved by voters on November 2002.  For rail and bus projects, funding is mostly sought through Federal and State 
grants.  Transit operating costs are supported largely through local revenue sources 
 
 
SUMMARY OF TIP PROJECTS     
      
The projects in the FY 2009/2013 TIP have been grouped into major categories, with order of priority established within each category 
insofar as possible or applicable. The groupings are established primarily by virtue of funding source and implementing responsibility.  
The thrust of Miami-Dade County's effort to enhance the mobility of the urban population, achieve a balanced transportation system, to meet 
energy conservation needs, to improve air quality, as well as to preserve or enhance the physical and social environment of the community, is 
evident when it is noted that approximately 29.9 % of the FY 2009-2013 program budget is devoted to public transit projects.  It should be 
noted that Primary, Interstate and Turnpike categories combined constitute about 50% of the approximate $ 8.1 billion in the FY 2009-2013 
program budget.

PRIORITIES      
 
The 2030 Miami-Dade Transportation Plan - Long Range Element, recommended phasing for highway capacity improvements are classified 
into four priority categories: 

            
Priority 1 - -Priority improvements to be constructed and opened to traffic by the year 2009.  Includes those projects needed to 
respond to existing traffic problems.  Funds for most of these improvements are already programmed in this Transportation 
Improvement Program.  
              
Priority 2 - -Improvements where project development and funding efforts would take place between 2010 and 2015.  This priority 
category includes projects required to respond to traffic problems projected for the year 2015 and shortly thereafter. 
 
Priority 3 - -Improvements to be made between the year 2015 and 2020.  In many cases, project development activities would need to 
commence in the 2010 and 2015 period, due to the amount of lead-time required to plan and implement a project.  The priority 
category includes responding to problems that will emerge after the year 2015.       
 
Priority 4 - -Improvements to be made in the latter part of the 25-year plan period.  Includes projects responding to long-range travel 
needs and roadway improvements constructed through the county.   Sub-division process, which may be earlier than the 25-year 
period of the 2030 LRTP Plan.      
              

Because of the uncertainties of funding availability and the time required to develop a detailed project, the specific time periods and dates 
indicated in the above priority listing should be considered only as guidelines for project implementation. 
 
The LRTP is currently undergoing an Update to the Year 2035, which is due for approval by MPO Governing Board by December 2009. 
 
 
AMENDMENTS 
The annual element may be amended at anytime during the program year through the same procedures required for developing and adopting 
this original program.   The amendment(s) may be for the purpose of deleting projects, adding projects, revising the funding of a project, or 
modifying the scope or limits of a project.   Detailed information of the amendment process is available from the MPO Secretariat upon 
request.

PURPOSE OF THIS SECTION: 
 
On August 10, 2005, the President signed into law the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act:  A Legacy for Users 
(SAFETEA-LU). SAFETEA-LU promotes more efficient and effective Federal surface transportation programs by focusing on transportation 
issues of national significance, while giving State and local transportation decision makers more flexibility for solving transportation 
problems in their communities.  SAFETEA-LU continues a strong fundamental core formula program emphasis coupled with targeted 
investment, featuring:  Safety, Equity, Innovative finance, Congestion Relief, Mobility & Productivity, Efficiency, Environmental 
Stewardship ,and Environmental Streamlining. 
 
SAFETEA-LU generally preserved the enhanced role of MPOs established under the Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act 
(ISTEA) of 1991 and the Transportation Equity Act for the 21st Century (TEA-21) of 1998.  SAFETEA-LU introduced emphasis on safety 
and security and system preservation.  SAFETEA-LU maintained emphasis on efficient system management and operations and intermodal 
connectivity.  Just as established under TEA-21 and ISTEA, the current SAFETEA-LU retained a mechanism where funding is shifted from 
certain programs and redistributed to the States to use as Surface Transportation Program (STP) funds.  SAFETEA-LU also retained from 
ISTEA the National Highway System (NHS) that provided funding for completion and maintenance of the Interstate Highway System.  
 

The intention of this section of Miami-Dade County's FY 2009/2013 TIP is to illustrate how the MPO's priorities are to be funded, by Federal 
funding category, and by fiscal year.   Specifically, this section addresses the requirements for TIP development as cited in Title 23 USC  
Section 134 (subsections (h)2 and (i) 4).

This section contains the project listings by major funding category.   Projects are identified by Work Program Item Numbers and show the 
corresponding project description, type of work and funding for each of the first four (4) years of the TIP and those projects which are 
specifically Transportation Control Measures (TCMs).

TIP PROJECT SELECTION PROCESS: 
 
As a part of the TIP development process, project proposals are solicited from the various transportation planning agencies, including FDOT, 
Miami-Dade Expressway Authority, as well as from Miami-Dade County municipalities.   The TIP Development Committee evaluates these 
proposals and reviews them for their effectiveness and consistency with the Long Range Transportation Plan. The Committee then prioritizes 
them according to regional and local transportation needs and air quality conformity guidance and recommends a prioritized list to the 
Transportation Planning Council (TPC) of the MPO.    
All projects receiving a favorable review by the TIP Committee and TPC are included in the TIP.   The Committee then reviews and 
prioritizes the projects for Urban STP, Transportation Enhancements and reviews other STP-funded projects.  The Committee also works with 
FDOT on NHS and Interstate projects. 
The MPO Board approves the TIP based upon the recommendations of the TIP Committee and the TPC.    
Amendments to the TIP are permitted throughout the program cycle.  New project proposals are accompanied by appropriate justification for 
inclusion in the TIP and are reviewed for consistency with the Long Range Plan.

The Florida Department of Transportation’s Five Year Work Program 
 
The Florida Department of Transportation’s (FDOT) District Six1 Work Program is a major component of the Miami-Dade Metropolitan 
Planning Organization’s (MPO) Transportation Improvement Program (TIP).  The Work Program, which is updated annually, is a project 
specific list of transportation activities and improvements that the Department is to undertake within a projected five-year period. It is 
developed by the District working with the Miami-Dade MPO and local governments.  In accordance with legislation, the first three years of 
the Adopted Work Program is intended to stand as the commitment by the state to undertake transportation projects that local governments 
may rely on for planning purposes and the development of capital improvement elements of their local government comprehensive plans. The 
projects must meet the objectives and priorities of the Florida Transportation Plan (FTP). 
 
The Work Program Cycle 
 
The Department coordinates with the MPO and local governments to identify and develop projects. Input is also received through public 
hearings, the legislature and the Governor’s office.  In the summer of 2007 FDOT began the new cycle to develop the “Tentative” Work 
Program for fiscal years 2009 through 2013. The final program was sent to the Governor and the State Legislature for review in February of 
2008 and it will become effective on July 1, 2008. 
 
Programs  
 
For budgeting purposes the Department’s Work Program is comprised of five departmental programs. They are: Product, Product Support, 
Operation and Maintenance, Administration and Other. The Department’s Work Program Product is what appears in the TIP. The Product is 
comprised of all projects such as Highways and Other Arterials, Right of Way, Aviation, Intermodal Access, Transit, Rail, Seaports, Resurfacing 
and Bridges. Product Support includes in-house and contract personnel who perform studies, produce design plans, acquire right of way, inspect

and manage construction work and administer public transportation grants. Operations and Maintenance includes in-house and contract staff, 
equipment and materials needed to maintain and operate the State Highway System and to collect tolls and enforce motor carrier compliance laws. 
Administration is comprised of FDOT staff and contract staff that perform Work Program development, fiscal, information systems, legal, budget, 
personnel, and contract administration functions. It also includes construction and rehabilitation of department buildings and support facilities. 
Other encompasses funds to reimburse local governments for projects previously advanced in the Adopted Work Program, staff equipment, 
consultants and materials required to support data processing needs, maintenance of the Department’s mobile equipment and the operation and 
maintenance of the Department’s warehouse and supply system. 
 
Funding  
 
The Department’s funds are allocated among seven districts statewide. In the Miami-Dade urbanized area, District Six and the MPO 
determine the best use of Miami-Dade’s share. The Department’s resources are primarily from federal and state dedicated sources. The State 
Transportation Trust Fund and the Federal Highway Trust Fund receive revenue from specific tax sources earmarked solely for transportation 
purposes. By statute, the Department must develop a program that is balanced to cash and revenue forecasts.  Additional funding for Work 
Program projects comes from local and discretionary sources. 
 
The Department of Transportation is responsible for the State Highway System and funds several intermodal projects.  The Department will 
spend approximately $3.6 billion on transportation in District Six over the next five years.  The Department’s total product budget is $2.9 
billion.  A total of 78% of that budget will go toward funding construction projects in District Six. These projects fall under four major 
construction categories: Capacity Improvement, Safety, Bridge, and Resurfacing.  No less than 15% of the budget is dedicated to Public 
Transportation programs and services.  A sampling from the Work Program is highlighted below.  They include intermodal, intelligent 
transportation, corridor and public transportation improvements. 
 
 Major Intermodal Projects 
 

• Miami Intermodal Center (MIC) 
The MIC Program includes the Rental Car Center, Miami Central Station, Miami International Airport (MIA) People Mover, Access 
Roads and Major Highway Improvements, all to be completed by mid-2011.  The Department also will be pursuing a private and/or 
public sector joint development project to enhance the MIC’s viability.

• Golden Glades Intermodal Center 
The Department has programmed $16.1 million in fiscal year 2008-09 for an initial relocation and construction of additional bus bays 
close to the Tri-Rail walkway.  Also, approximately 500 new parking spaces will be added to the east of the existing park-and-ride lot.  
The Center provides a regional link connecting Tri-Rail, Miami-Dade County Transit and Broward County Transit. 

 
Strategic Intermodal System (SIS) Projects 
 
The SIS includes all Florida Intrastate Highway System (FIHS) roadways (expressways, other major arterials, such as Krome Avenue and a 
portion of Okeechobee Road), seaports and airports and their connections to the rail network and the FIHS.  Examples of SIS projects are as 
follows. 
 

• N.W. 25th Street Viaduct and Roadway Projects  
These improvements have been split into two projects. The Eastside Project: Roadway & Viaduct from SR 826 to NW 67th Avenue 
connecting to MIA’s Westside Cargo Area. This was let for construction in October 2006.  The Westside Project: Roadway and 
Viaduct from N.W. 89th Court to SR 826.  Construction funds are allocated for FY 2012-13. 
 

• SR 997/Krome Avenue Corridor 
The Environmental process has been completed with an issuance of Location Design Acceptance for the segment from SW 136th 
Street to US 27.  Construction of the 4-lane typical section will begin in fiscal year 2008-09 on the first section, 2.8 miles in the 
vicinity of SR 90/SW 8th Street.  Additional construction funds are programmed for 2012-13 for the section from SR 94/Kendall 
Drive to SW 8th Street. Design and right-of-way funds are programmed for the segment from US 1 to Kendall Drive. Projects 
identified in the Work Program continue the implementation of the Krome Avenue Action Plan.  
 

• SR 826/Palmetto Expressway 
Funding to continue work on widening the Palmetto Expressway is included in the Work Program.  The two remaining large projects 
on the north-south portion of the expressway are the reconstruction of the Bird Road and SR 836 interchanges.  Both of these major 
projects will be let during calendar year 2008 and are being done in partnership with the Miami-Dade Expressway Authority.  In 
addition, the Work Program includes a project development and environmental phase for the east-west portion of the Palmetto 
Expressway between I-75 and the Golden Glades Interchange.  
 



Primary State Highways and Intermodal Projects (Continued) 
 
 

• Port of Miami 
The Port of Miami Tunnel, which will link the port directly to I-395/SR 836, is being procured as a Public Private Partnership. The 
environmental process is complete and the general project location and alignment has been identified.  The procurement process is 
well underway.  Three teams were shortlisted in March 2007, and the “Best Value Proposal” was named in May 2007.  The Miami 
Access Tunnel Team was identified under a Notice of Intent to Award, pending, and subject to, local funding.  The Team is required 
to perform all aspects of the project including design, build, finance, operate, maintenance and concessionaire functions.  The next 
step will be to execute the contract when all local funding is secured.  It is anticipated that the project could be operational by 2012.   

 
• SR 9A/I-95 Corridor 

During the past year, the Department received a $62.9 million Federal “Urban Partnership Agreement” to be administered by Districts 
Four and Six.  This grant, combined with State monies, will fund the first phase of a joint Miami-Dade/Broward County 21-mile pilot 
project, branded, “95 Express.”  Through relatively minor construction and re-striping, the project will convert the single existing 
HOV lane in each direction, between SR 112/I-195 and I-595, into two High Occupancy Toll (HOT) lanes, or “Express Lanes,” in 
each direction.  The Express Lane concept, allows busses and registered carpools, of three or more occupants, free access to these 
lanes.  Single-occupant and other non-registered vehicles may opt to use the lanes by paying a toll which will vary according to level 
of congestion.  The project’s benefits are: an increase in overall corridor capacity, an increase in average speed in the Express Lanes, 
implementation of Bus Rapid Transit in the corridor, and use of tolls to partially finance the project and increase bus service.  The first 
phase of the project, from SR 112 to the Golden Glades Interchange, will be implemented in the northbound direction by the summer 
of 2008, and in the southbound direction just over a year later. 

  
• Miami International Airport Central Boulevard 

A total of $48.5 million in state matching funds has been allocated for improvements to the primary entrance road to the airport in 
fiscal year 2009-10.  The Miami-Dade Aviation Department is pursuing a partnership with a private developer to assist with the 
required local matching funds.  

 
Intelligent Transportation System (ITS) Program 
 
The deployment of ITS techniques enables traffic to operate at an improved quality of service with virtually no disruption to adjacent property 
owners and at a fraction of the cost that it would take to physically widen the roadway.  These projects include closed circuit TV, vehicle 
sensors and dynamic message signs describing real time roadway conditions.  The 511 SunGuide Program, providing travel information 
around the clock for each ITS roadway, is available by dialing 511.

Florida’s Turnpike Enterprise is an agency of the Florida Department of Transportation, overseeing a 449 mile system of 
limited – access toll highways.      The Turnpike Mainline, or “Main Street”, extends from north Miami to a junction with 
Interstate  75 in north central Florida.  It passes through the counties of Dade, Broward, Palm Beach, Martin, St. Lucie, 
Indian River, Okeechobee, Osceola, Orange, Lake and Sumter.   The Turnpike System includes the 47 mile Homestead 
Extension  (HEFT) and the 23 mile Sawgrass Expressway/Toll 869 in Broward County; among other facilities statewide.  
 
Florida’s Turnpike is a user-financed facility that uses toll revenues, sale of services (Service Plazas), and bonds to pay 
for new construction and maintenance of the entire system.

The MDX Five-Year Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) consists of thirty-three (33) projects totaling an estimated investment of 
$141.7 million in Fiscal Year (FY) 2009 and approximately $425.0 million for the entire FY 2009-2013 Five-Year TIP.  

 

The FY 2009-2013 TIP includes mobility improvements on all MDX corridors through the delivery of projects that make the best use of 
technology, maximize capacity on existing corridors, enhance operations and leverage partnerships to implement short-term and long-term 
solutions.   

 

The FY 2009-2013 TIP includes the full conversion of the entire MDX system to Open Road Tolling (ORT).  The first corridor to be 
converted will be the SR 924 corridor, (projects 92405 and 10013), scheduled for completion in July 2009; followed by the SR 878 and the 
SR 874 corridors, (projects 10014 and 10015), scheduled for opening in July 2010; and the SR 112 and the SR 836 corridors, (projects 11209, 
10016, 83624 and 10017), scheduled for opening in July 2012.  This changeover includes the removal of existing toll plazas, final design and 
construction of roadway modifications to accommodate new traffic flow pattern, installation of electronic tolling equipment, corresponding 
system signage and gantries at various locations.  It also includes the development of the software and hardware for the toll system as well as 
the enforcement system, (project 10018).  The elimination of stop-and-go traffic at the toll plazas will improve safety, enhance operations and 
air quality, increase throughput and provide congestion relief. 

 

MDX is continuing its efforts to improve communications and customer satisfaction through providing Intelligent Transportation Systems 
(ITS) throughout the five MDX corridors.  ITS Design-Build projects for the SR 112, SR 924, SR 874 and SR 878 corridors (projects 10007, 
10009 and 10010, respectively) are included in the FY 2009-2013 TIP and construction scheduled to be completed in FY 2010. 

 

This work program includes some capacity projects such as the construction of the SR 874 on-ramp from Kendall Drive, (project 87407), 
which is well underway and expected to be completed in November 2008.  The final design of the SR 874 / Killian Parkway Interchange, 



(project 87404), has been finalized and construction expected to begin late spring 2008.  The final design phase of an eastbound auxiliary lane 
on SR 836 to match FDOT’s SR 826 / SR 836 project on the west and NW 42nd Avenue on the east, (project 83622), will begin in FY 2009.  
Perhaps one of the most significant projects in this work program is the reconstruction of the SR 874 Mainline from Kendall Drive to SR 826 
including the SR 874 / SR 878 Interchange, (project 87409), which will begin final design in FY 2009.  Construction is pending funding.  A 
project that has been included in response to a request from the Sweetwater Fire Department is the construction of an access ramp from 107th 
Avenue to the MDX SR 836 Extension for the exclusive use of emergency vehicles, (project 83627). 
 

MDX is focusing on the evaluation and assessment of various projects outside of the existing MDX system for potential inclusion into the 
MDX Master Transportation Plan, (project 20002).  Some of the concepts being studied include the US 1 Managed Lanes and the US 1 
reversible lanes among others.  MDX is also conducting an assessment of current conditions and needed improvements for potential 
development of Express Bus Service along the SR 836 outside shoulders in the eastbound and westbound directions, (project 83627); with 
potential park and ride lots at selected locations in coordination with Miami-Dade Transit 

 

FIVE-YEAR WORK PROGRAM PHASES 
 

The MDX Five-Year Transportation Improvement Program is divided into five major phases described below:  project development, right-of-
way acquisition, final design, construction and design-build.  Separate from those phases is a contingency reserve of $5.0 million for FY 
2009 intended to cover any unanticipated expenditure arising from unforeseen project conditions.  This reserve is replenished at each work 
program update. 

 

PROJECT DEVELOPMENT 
This phase entails project concept analysis and definition, environmental impact analyses and documentation, and preliminary design.  MDX 
has programmed $13.5 million for sixteen (16) projects for FY 2009 ($28.7 million for the entire FY 2009-2013 Five-Year TIP) for the 
project development and preliminary design phase of the program. 

 

RIGHT-OF-WAY ACQUISITION 
MDX has programmed $225 thousand for one (1) project in FY 2009 and for the entire FY 2009-2013 Five-Year TIP for the right-of-
way phase of the program.  MDX has substantially completed the right-of-way acquisition of parcels required for the construction of the SR 
836 Extension, and parcels associated with the SR 112/MIA Interconnector and the MDT Earlington Heights transit projects. 
 



FINAL DESIGN & CONSTRUCTION 
Timely and efficient project delivery with minimal traffic disruption is one of MDX’s goals.  MDX has implemented a proactive five-year 
work program to assist in the implementation of the MDX mission to “keep Miami-Dade County moving” by programming $9.6 million for 
seven (7) projects in FY 2009 ($16.8 million for the entire FY 2009-2013 Five-Year TIP) for the final design phase and $73.8 million 
for construction of seven (7) projects in FY 2009 ($274.2 million for the entire FY 2009-2013 Five-Year TIP). 
 

DESIGN / BUILD 
MDX has a proven track record of utilizing alternative project delivery methods to expedite projects that provide a maximum benefit to 
Miami-Dade County commuters.  MDX intends to continue the implementation of design-build projects where appropriate, in an effort to 
expedite project schedules and minimize construction claims.  MDX has programmed $39.5 million for six (6) projects in FY 2009 ($100.1 
million for the entire FY 2009-2013 Five-Year TIP) for the design-build phase of the program.   

 

JOINT PARTICIPATION AGREEMENTS 
All MDX projects are implemented through an active public involvement program to ensure consistency with regional transportation plans.  
Inter-agency coordination is formalized through Joint Participation Agreements (JPA’s).  JPA’s amount to $151.8 million of the total FY 
2009-2013 Five-Year TIP, associated with the following projects:  83603- Interconnector Collector-Distributor (C-D) roads from MIC/MIA 
to SR 836 (FDOT construction); 83608- SR 826/SR 836 Interchange reconstruction (FDOT final design and construction); and 87411- SR 
874/ SR 826 Interchange improvements (FDOT construction). This significant funding represents MDX’s commitment in its agreements with 
other transportation agencies to more effectively and efficiently deliver “joint need” projects that benefit Miami-Dade residents.

On December 6, 1988, the Board of County Commissioners adopted Dade County Road Impact Fee Ordinance No. 88-112, which provides 
for the fair share assessment of road impact fees on new building construction in Dade County, including municipalities. The County has been 
divided into nine road impact fee benefit districts.  Fees collected within each district will be expended for roadway capacity improvements 
within each district.   
 
Each district program includes four improvement categories, i.e., Road and Bridge Projects, Resurfacing, Traffic Operations Projects to 
Increase Capacity and Safety (TOPICS), and Traffic Control Devices.

INTRODUCTION 
 
The Capital Improvement Three Cent Local Option Gas Tax, authorized by Section 336.025, Florida Statute (1993) became effective on 
January 1, 1994.  It was reduced from five cents to three cents on September 1, 1996. In accordance with state statute, proceeds of this tax 
have been programmed for transportation expenditures needed to meet the requirements of the capital improvement element of the adopted 
comprehensive plan. 
 
 
 
FY 2008-09 PROJECTED MUNICIPAL DISTRIBUTION 
 
The actual distribution to the municipalities for FY 2008-09 will be based on a weighted formula which accounts for percentage of population 
(from the "Florida Estimates of Population, April 1, 2007" - Bureau of Economic and Business Research, University of Florida) and the center 
line mileage of municipal roadway for each city (from the "2008 City/County Mileage Report" - Florida Department of Transportation).  
Neither of these were available at the time the estimated figures included herein were calculated.  The figures contained herein were 
calculated using 2006 data.  A revised estimate for FY 2008-09 will be sent to the municipalities at the time the County files its official 
estimate with the Florida Department of Revenue in June 2008. 
 
In FY 2008-09, the estimated net revenue for the local option gas tax, is projected as of March 12, 2008 at $28.378 million with $7.378 
million to be distributed to the municipalities and $21 million to the County (26% to the municipalities and 74% to the County according to the 
current interlocal agreement).  The State is allowed to impose a 7.3% administrative fee.  This represents a decline from recent years, 
related to lower fuel consumption resulting from current economic conditions and the rising price of fuel.

The County reviews the Capital Improvement Local Option Gas Tax distribution between the Miami-Dade Public Works Department and 
Miami-Dade Transit Agency on an annual basis for the most effective use of this limited funding source subject to legislative actions made 
by the Board of County Commissioners.  
 
The projected FY 2008-09 Capital Improvement Local Option Gas Tax Program ($21 million) is divided into three categories.  The first 
category includes all Public Works related projects which address the traffic safety and roadway improvement related needs ($2.278 million).  
The second category deals with transit improvements for Miami-Dade County's urban transportation systems ($16.95 million).  The related 
projects are detailed in the section for the multimodal transit improvement program (Section A-6 page 1 of this document).   The third 
category includes debt service for Public Improvement Bonds funding roadway resurfacing and related transportation improvements 
including sidewalks and drainage on local roads ($1.772 million).

The Citizens’ Independent Transportation Trust (CITT), a group of citizens who function as an independent decision-making body, 
was created to oversee the construction and management of the PTP’s 25-year, $17 billion transportation plan.  The Public Works 
Department (PWD) has worked closely with the CITT to provide a wide range of roadway and neighborhood improvements. 
 
The PWD PTP Work Program for FY 2009 totals over $175 Million.  The plan includes the two categories from the PTP Ordinance that 
relate to the PWD; major highway road improvements and neighborhood improvement projects.

The improvements listed are necessary to help mitigate traffic impacts of specific large development projects such as Developments of 
Regional Impact (DRI) and other zoning requests reviewed by the Miami-Dade County Development Impact Committee (DIC) and approved 
by the Community Zoning Appeals Board (CZAB) or the Board of County Commissioners (BCC).  These road improvement commitments 
are contained in County Commission zoning resolutions and/or documents proffered by development interests to the Commission.  In some 
cases, especially DRI development orders, sketch drawings of the improvements are attached to these legal documents.  The last column of 
the table in this section contains either the Commission Resolution Number or the official record book/page number associated with each 
improvement, which is necessary to obtain copies of the associated legal document from official County records or the Miami-Dade county 
Department of Planning and Zoning. 
 
Unlike other parts of the TIP, the construction of improvements in this section are normally not linked to specific dates, but instead, are 
usually dependent upon the construction schedule of a specific development project, which can vary considerably according to the market and 
other conditions.

TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM STRATEGY 
 
The Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) for the Port of Miami, the cruise capital of the world and one of the top 5 cargo ports 
servicing Latin America and the Caribbean, totals $255 million over the next five years.  The Seaport Department’s TIP for Fiscal Years 
2009-2013 reflects the Port’s in-progress strategy of optimizing land use and enhancing throughput capability to meet the demands of the 
cargo and cruise industries.  We are pleased to report that the Seaport began operations of our two new passenger terminals (Terminals D & 
E) in October, 2007.  These new state-of-the-art facilities house all security and inspections in a one-stop shop environment making them 
among the world’s most efficient cruise terminal. 
 
Also the Port opened our new Cargo Gate complex in November of 2007. This new 16-lane cargo gate complex includes 10 inbound lanes 
and 6 outbound lanes for the efficient and secure flow of trucks in and out of the cargo terminal facilities.  Benefits include; automated 
features such as interactive consoles; pre-paid Scale Program which speeds the movement of truck traffic through the gate complex; and 
Radiation Portal Monitors – state-of-the-art inspection technology provide heightened security without impeding cargo flow. 
 
Future improvements, which I will discuss shortly, include various container yard improvements; security enhancements, passenger facilities, 
and a host of projects to enhance the infrastructure and economic viability of the Port.   
 
The Port’s continuous to aggressively seek grant funding from local, state and federal sources.  This year’s TIP reflects over $30 million of 
federal and state grant funds (exclusive of U.S. Army Corps of Engineers dredging grant funds) awarded to the Port, or approximately 13% of 
the five year program. Grant applications continue as part of the Port’s established goals.  
 

 
SPECIFIC ASPECTS OF THE PROGRAM 

 
Seaport Security 
Seaport security continues to be an item of national significance. Port security enhancement projects completed or nearing completion include 
CCTV, access controls, waterside surveillance cameras, a cruise provisioning inspection facility and a new centralized command and control

center. Security funding in the new TIP exceeds $16 million. Improvements include construction of a new command control center, cruise 
provisioning inspection facility, and other technological security advances necessary to assist in meeting the new security standards.   
 
Harbor Deepening/Port Tunnel 
In order to be competitive, the Port of Miami must have sufficient harbor depth to berth the mega cargo ships being built today.  I am pleased 
to announce that this year POM obtained Congressional Authorization through the Water Resources Development Act of 2007 for Phase III 
of the Miami Harbor Dredging project.  At 50’ feet, the port will be able to double its cargo capacity and accommodate the super-post 
Panamax ships being built.  Total cost for this project over the next several years is expected to nearly $200 million. 
 
In conjunction with the private sector, the Florida Department of Transportation, Miami-Dade County, and the City of Miami are moving 
forward the Port of Miami Tunnel Project.   The tunnel will directly connect POM to 395 – which will alleviate congestion on Downtown 
Miami by shifting a significant portion of truck traffic and other vehicular traffic from the six-lane port bridge, that is currently the only link 
between the seaport and the mainland. 
 
Cargo Enhancements 
As part of our on-going negotiations with our cargo terminal operators the Port is committing to improve drainage, pavement, and access 
improvements to container yards with total anticipated project costs to be more than $50 million over several years.  Further, the Port is 
planning to add 2 new post-panamax cranes and strengthen gantry berths.  These improvements are critical to maintaining the throughput 
capacity of the Port and its operational efficiency. 
 
Cruise Terminal Enhancements 
Cruise terminal improvements include upgrading existing terminals B and C, and adding a new terminal A to meet the ever larger cruise ships 
calling at the Port and completion of a new 750 space parking garage along with related intermodal additions.   
 
While these improvements will take several years to complete, the process must begin soon to ensure timely completion.

 SPECIFIC ASPECTS OF THE PROGRAM 
The FY 2009 Transportation Improvement Program includes funding over the next five years for the following projects: 

South Miami-Dade Busway Extension:    The South Miami-Dade Busway extension which adds an additional 11.5 miles of exclusive, bus-
only transit corridor lanes to the original 8.5 -mile Busway adjacent to U.S.-1 was completed March 2008. The first five-mile segment of the 
extension was placed into service in April 2005. The construction of this project is enabled using Federal Discretionary and State funds. 

Urban Corridor Development:    State Transit Corridor Program funds will be used for the continuation of several successful South Miami-
Dade Busway routes as well as the Flagler MAX route. 

 

ROUTINE REPLACEMENT AND ENHANCEMENT 

 
Metrorail Rehabilitation/ Metromover Replacement:   Based on the final negotiated price to rehabilitate the existing 136 rail car fleet, 
current operating and market conditions, and the results of life cycle cost analyses of new versus rehab, the County has determined that the 
procurement of new rail cars in lieu of rehabilitation would present a best value procurement option for the County at this time. That 
recommendation was approved by the Transportation Committee and will be forwarded with a favorable recommendation to the full Board.  

The contract with Bombardier  for the procurement of 29 new Metromover vehicles was approved in January 2006. The first new mover car is 
scheduled to be delivered at the end of April 2008 with delivery of the first 12 cars to be completed by August 2008.  The memorandum to 
request approval of funding for the remaining 17 vehicles is being finalized by MDT. 

 

Automated Fare Collection: MDT is pursuing state-of-the art fare collection equipment that will support a future region-wide Smart Card-
based system for seamless fare integration between MDT, Tri-Rail, Broward County Transit and Palm Tran.  The Request for Proposal was 
issued in 2007. The contract was recommended for award to Cubic by the County Manager on February 28, 2008. Installation of all the MDT 
equipment is expected to be completed in 312 days after Notice to Proceed. 

 

 



 
MULTIMODAL TRANSIT IMPROVEMENTS (continued) 

 

Buses:  MDT continues its bus replacement program.  Funding is provided through the People’s Transportation Plan (PTP) and through 
Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality (CM) Federal funding made available through the State. In 2007, MDT will received 75 Optima Opus 
30-foot buses. Nine articulated hybrid Bus Rapid Transit (BRT) buses are expected in 2009 and forty-four in 2010.  Between 2009 and 2010, 
MDT will begin replacing the diesel bus fleet with diesel-electric hybrid buses.  

Safety:    Funding is programmed to purchase security equipment, to continue upgrades and installations of closed circuit camera television 
systems (CCTV) and to continue the replacement of fire detection and reporting systems. The fire panels at Metrorail stations will be replaced 
during 2007-2008.  In keeping with MDT’s commitment to the safety and security of its system, staff has completed the installation of digital 
monitoring equipment at several key locations throughout MDT.  In an effort to further complement its existing security infrastructure, MDT 
continues to add state-of-the art technology to reduce crime and aid law enforcement in apprehending subjects.  Florida Department of 
Transportation (FDOT), Rule 14-15.017(2.2.1), however, prevents us from disclosing these improvements in greater detail. 

 

Facilities:   Ongoing facility projects are funded, which include replacement of piston lifts at the garages, replacement of bus washers, and 
improvement of safety conditions. 

 

▪ The first eight sets of mobile column bus lifts are expected to arrive near April 2007, with another eight set delivered each week 
thereafter, for a total of thirty sets of four. 

▪ Parallelogram lifts are scheduled for a pre-bid meeting near the end of March 2007. 

▪ New bus washers were installed at Central, Metromover, and Northeast facilities.  

▪ Specifications for the replacements of bus vacuum systems at Central, Northeast and Coral Way were completed and the project is 
awaiting funding.    

 
Passenger Facilities:    Additional Park and ride facilities, designed to address parking demand on the southern end of the existing Metrorail 

line and along the Busway continue to be planned and developed.  New sites funded with state and local moneys to 
be developed include sites Serving the South Miami-Dade Busway:

FUTURE PARK & RIDE SITES 
 
Dadeland North Metrorail Parking Garage: 
 

MDT has contacted Florida East Coast Railway, LLC regarding the acquisition of property located between the Metrorail right-of-way 
located South of S.W. 85th Street and west of S.W. 70th Avenue.  This property would be acquired in order to develop additional 
parking for the Dadeland North Metrorail Station.   Florida East Coast Railway, LLC is currently reviewing our request. 
 
The Dadeland North Metrorail Garage, in its original configuration contained approximately 1,970 parking spaces.  The garage 
reached 100 % occupancy on typical weekdays prior to the Fall of 2000.  Since that time, MDT received many complaints from riders 
who were unable to find parking at this station.  In October 2000, the garage was reconfigured to provide an additional 89 spaces to 
2,059.  These additional spaces were immediately absorbed by the demand for parking at this station.  On workdays, the garage fills 
up to capacity by approximately 9:00 am. Since the parking garage at the Dadeland South Station is also 100% full by this time, 
Metrorail riders arriving after 9:00 am are forced to either drive to the South Miami Garage or to their destination.

RAPID TRANSIT CORRIDOR DEVELOPMENT (ORANGE LINE)     
MIC Extension to Earlington Heights:     The MIC/Earlington Heights extension is a 2.4-mile heavy rail extension that will extend from the 
Miami Intermodal Center (MIC) to the existing Earlington Heights Metrorail Station.  The project includes a station at the MIC.  The MIC 
will serve as a central transfer point for Metrorail, Metrobus, Tri-Rail, Amtrak and charter services; it will also consolidate rental car agencies 
into one facility. Funding will enable further advancement of this project to coordinate with the completion of the MIC-Miami International 
Airport (MIA) Connector-People Mover Project.  The MIC-MIA Connector-People Mover will allow MIA to link with the MDT’s Metrorail 
system. Estimated project cost is $526 million, with estimated completion in last quarter of CY 2011.

North Corridor:  The North Corridor is a 9.5-mile, seven (7) station, heavy rail project with its northernmost terminus located at NW 215 
Street (County Line Road) and NW 27th Avenue. Its southernmost terminus will be located at the current Dr. Martin Luther King. Jr. 
Metrorail Station.  The seven (7) proposed Metrorail stations are expected to be located at the Northside Shopping Center, City of Opa-Locka, 
Miami-Dade Community College/North Campus, Palmetto Expressway (SR 826), Carol City Shopping Center (N.W. 183 St.), Dolphin 
Stadium (N.W. 199 St.), and the Homestead Extension of Florida's Turnpike (HEFT).  There is provision for a future station at the 
intersection of NW 103rd Street and NW 27th Avenue. Estimated project cost is $1.334 billion in inflation-adjusted dollars (without finance 
charges), with estimated completion in the second quarter of 2016. 

 

East-West Corridor:      
A 10 to 13-mile Metrorail extension from the Miami Intermodal Center (MIC) at the Miami International Airport (MIA) to Florida 
International university (FIU) and points west to SW 137th Avenue.  The project includes a maximum of 10 stations to be completed in the 
last Quarter of  2016. Estimated project cost is $1.4 to $2.3 Billion in Year-of-Expenditure (YOE). 

 

OTHER  CORRIDOR DEVELOPMENT     

Kendall Corridor:   The Kendall Corridor is approximately 15-miles long, with both east-west and north-south segments.  The Kendall 
segment, from SW 157th Avenue to the southern terminus of Phase I Metrorail (Dadeland area) is centered along North Kendall Drive (SW 
88 Street).  The proposed north-south rail line connects Dadeland to the East-West Corridor. This project needs to complete the federal, state 
and local funding process.

ROLLING STOCK 
Purchase of additional trains will allow SFRTA to run twenty-minute service headways during rush hour, which is a requirement of the Full 
Funding Grant Agreement (FFGA) between SFRTA and the Federal Transit Administration (FTA).   Two cars are on order as part of the 
Segment 5 Double Track Corridor Improvement Program and are funded by the Federal Transit Administration Full Funding Grant 
Agreement.  An additional eight cab cars and four trailer cars are under contract and were funded using FTA, Florida Department of 
Transportation (FDOT) Transportation Regional Incentive Program (TRIP) funds and SFRTA County Capital Funds.  Anticipated delivery of 
two cars is by September, 2009 and the additional eight cab cars and four trailer cars are expected to be delivered by October, 2010.   

 

ROLLING STOCK OVERHAUL / SPARE PARTS 
This line item in SFRTA’s budget includes the overhaul and rehabilitation of rail equipment and the purchase of spare components.  

 

TRI-RAIL STATION AND PARKING LOT IMPROVEMENTS 
SFRTA’s Planning Department completed a Tri-Rail Parking and Circulation Study in April, 2007.  The study evaluated parking facilities and 
various other passenger amenities at all Tri-Rail stations.  As a result of the study, recommended parking, access and miscellaneous 
improvements and upgrades to Tri-Rail stations are programmed for implementation.

Miami-Dade County is committed to provide safe and convenient movement of bicycles and pedestrians alike.  Constant with this objective, 
the MPO Governing Board passed a resolution adopting the Bicycle Facilities Development Guide on November 4, 1993. 
 
The policy guide states: 
 

 "It will therefore be the policy of the Metropolitan Dade County Public Works Department to review all plans and 
development proposals for provisions to accommodate the safe movement of bicycles and pedestrians, and require the 
incorporation of bicycle needs into the County's plans for any new road construction, widening, or reconstruction project, if 
feasible, in accordance with the approved Dade County Bicycle Master Plan. 
 This policy will generally provide for the construction of wide curb-lanes, undesignated lanes, marked bicycle lanes, or 
paved shoulders in  conjunction with other roadway improvements.  The lack of adequate right-of-way and the costs 
associated with acquisition in built-up areas may not allow us to provide this additional width.  Roadway improvements will be 
reviewed on a case-by-case basis, depending on anticipated bicycle travel, and their conformance with the official and 
approved Bicycle Master Plan." 
 

The Miami-Dade Bicycle Facility Plan was approved and adopted as part of the Long Range Transportation Plan by the MPO Governing 
Board by Resolution No. 35-95 on July 20, 1995. 
 
PURPOSE OF THE PLAN
 
The provision of bicycle facilities is one of the most important factors contributing to the safety and convenience of cyclists.  The purpose of 
the Bicycle Facilities Plan is to establish a county-wide system of bicycle facilities that provides for safe and efficient use of the bicycle by 
users with a wide range of capabilities and needs, while providing a more balanced multi-modal transportation system for Miami-Dade 
County.

The Intelligent Transportation Systems (ITS) concept is based on the use of advanced computer, electronics and communications technologies 
to increase the effectiveness of the entire surface transportation system.  Many of these technologies have already advanced other modes of 
transportation, such as aviation, and are now beginning to be used in surface transportation.   ITS technologies will be applied to all types of 
vehicles (trucks, buses and cars), to information devices (computers, kiosks, and hand-held devices), and to all parts of the surface 
transportation system (freeways, urban arterial roadways, city streets, rural roads and intermodal connections) in order to: 
 
Improve Safety by increasing information to the driver and augmenting driver control of the vehicle, ITS can decrease traffic incidents and 
fatalities.  Features include warning systems that activate when cars get too close to another vehicle or the edge of the road and enhanced 
traffic control systems that decrease strops and speed variations, reducing the number of accidents.  
 
Reduce Congestion and Improve Accessibility:  ITS technologies will reduce congestion through rapid detection and clearing of incidents that 
cause delays; enhanced public transit systems will reduce highway traffic; and real-time traffic control systems will adapt automatically to 
changing conditions and will improve the flow of traffic. 
 
Improve Energy Efficiency and Environmental Quality:   ITS will provide travelers with information to support decisions that will smooth out 
highway demand and reduce travel time and vehicle emissions by providing opportunities to use high occupancy vehicles or public transit or 
to mitigate the need for travel altogether. 
 
Enhance Economic Productivity:   ITS will improve transportation system efficiency though better routing of vehicles, automated toll 
collection, safety enhancements and streamlining commercial vehicle regulatory enforcement and compliance.

The projects listed in this section do show funding amounts but no construction schedules. This is because the same projects are also listed in 
other sections of this document grouping projects by funding category.  The items listed are referenced by the page number in which they 
appear in other TIP sections.   
 
In addition, this section includes pedestrian facilities and sidewalks and some transit passenger amenities which, once completed, could 
enhance and facilitate usage by not only disadvantaged passengers but the public in general.  This section does not include relevant 
improvements associated with larger transportation projects.  Examples would include curb cuts and tactile surface treatments added onto 
sidewalks as part of an intersection widening and reconstruction, or wheelchair ramps and elevators included within the design of major 
facilities, as required by the 1991 Americans with Disabilities Act.

Miami-Dade County recognizes that major transportation improvements, regardless of mode, are costly and time intensive.  As a result of the 
Congestion Management System (CMS) study conducted in 1998, one of the recommendations was aimed to identify low-cost improvement 
intersection projects that could be built in a short period of time. The Resourceful Use of Streets and Highways (RUSH) program provides a 
traffic relief at intersections, and contribute to immediate public benefits. Quick and effective results are a key ingredient to the success of the 
RUSH program. A first set of improvements were identified (20 intersections) and funded in previous TIP. This group of projects included 
intersections in the state and local roadway systems. 
 
An update of the CMS was conducted in 2005, and the study recommended to continue with the RUSH program. Therefore, a second cycle of 
the RUSH program has been included in the FY 2007 Unified Planning Work Program (UPWP). Similar to the first cycle, a study advisory 
committee will be created to provide the guidelines of this study. Members of the committee are representatives from the Florida Department 
of Transportation (FDOT), Miami-Dade County Public Works Department and Miami-Dade MPO.  
 
MPO Administration:  
The identification of these high benefit low cost projects, to be included in the RUSH program will be spearheaded by the MPO, in 
conjunction with all appropriate agencies, as indicated before.   
 
Coordination:    
The most important element of this program is the level of coordination between MPO, FDOT and MDCPWD.  These agencies will work as a 
single unit to integrate the wide range of elements that affect the completion of these projects. The full list will come from a variety of sources 
and will be assembled by the MPO. The proposals will first be reviewed by the Traffic Operation Divisions of FDOT or MDCPWD.  FDOT 
and MDCPWD will retain full control of the requests that come into their offices.  These agencies may wish to divert some candidates to 
other programs.  The remaining will be considered under RUSH. 

 
 
 
 



 
 

RESOURCEFUL USE OF STREETS AND HIGHWAYS 
 

Process: 
Federal, State, and local approvals are an important, yet complex, process.  It establishes funding, environmental, design, and public 
involvement controls (which is critical input of large scale and long term improvements). These approvals, requiring legal conformity, are 
time consuming.  RUSH will streamline the approval process.  The RUSH team will evaluate the list of candidate intersections to determine 
which ones meet the quick response criteria.   
 
Low Cost Improvement Program Criteria:   
 
The Low Cost Improvement Program will recognize traffic flow projects for both capacity and safety.  Long range costly or time consuming 
projects will not be eligible.  Candidates will be carefully scrutinized to ensure quick solutions.  The basic selection criteria will be:   
 
1. Maximum Individual Improvement Cost of $500,000 
2. No Right-of-Way Acquisition 
3. Insignificant Environmental Impacts 
4. Local Acceptance 
5. Ability to Complete Design and Begin Construction within 12 Months 
6. Availability of Funding  
 
Candidate Intersections:   
 
Once the list of candidates intersections go through the evaluation process, a selection will be made based on ease of implementation, 
availability of funding and benefits to the community, among others.

Since the advent of ISTEA a decade ago, particular emphasis on multimodal solutions to transportation problems and the inclusion of 
transportation projects that focus on the movements of goods as well as people have been hallmarks for the development of Long Range 
Transportation Plans.  TEA-21 continued that emphasis further underscoring the importance of goods movement as a significant role 
transportation networks are expected to play.   On August 10, 2005, President George W. Bush signed the Safe, Accountable, Flexible, 
Efficient Transportation Equity Act: A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU) which continues to expand the emphasis on freight movement. 

The Miami-Dade Long Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) through the Year 2030 embraced freight movement concerns with the inclusion of 
projects that focused on improving freight movement in to and out of Miami International Airport (MIA) and the Port of Miami.  One 
important freight related transportation improvement is the seaport tunnel expressway connecting the seaport and I-395.  The seaport tunnel 
project will increase transportation effectiveness and efficiency by providing truck traffic direct access to the Interstate system from the Port. 
 
A second major fright related project will serve the Airport West Area with the construction of the 25th Street Viaduct, which will expedite 
truck movements and retain economic competitiveness of county and regional freight-associated activities.  Additional improvements to 
roadways in several other areas of Miami-Dade address projected traffic flow deficiencies and diminished levels of service; a number of these 
improvements are recommended for roads that service the industrial areas of Miami-Dade County. 
 
Miami-Dade County is committed to providing a transportation system that enhances the efficiency of freight movement.  This commitment 
is the primary focus of the Freight Transportation Advisory Committee (FTAC).  FTAC’s membership includes representatives from the 
freight, logistics, shipping, trucking, warehousing, and intermodal industries.  Specifically, FTAC is charged with advising the MPO 
Governing Board on freight movement and truck traffic needs.  FTAC serves as advisors on technical studies, recommends special studies, 
and reviews and comments on proposed projects that impact the freight movement community.
